The Department of Electronics and Communication Engineering organised an 

insightful guest lecture on “Artificial Intelligence for Viksit Bharat – A Perspective of 

the New Education Policy” on 26th March 2026. The session was delivered by Dr. V. 

J. K. Kishor Sonti, Pro Vice-Chancellor, Jeppiaar University, Chennai, who 

emphasised the growing importance of Artificial Intelligence across leading industries 

and its impact on India’s technological advancement. He explained how AI plays a 

crucial role in shaping the vision of Viksit Bharat, contributing to national growth by 

driving innovation, automation, and digital modernisation.
